THE EDSA BOLOGNA PROCESS POSITION PAPER 

(proposal approved by the G.A. Athens meeting Sept.2005)

1. The integrity of the dentistry training circle (5-year curriculum) shall be maintained. The principles of EU Directives 686/78, 687/78 and 19/2001 ensuring a high quality of theoretical and clinical training in order to carry out any dental procedure on patients, should not be weakened. 

2. We firmly support lifelong learning in order to ensure a high quality dental health care and the best possible quality of life for the patients. National and local Dental Associations could have an essential role in that procedure.

3. We encourage mobility of students and staff within the EU in order to strengthen the ties in the European Academia.

4. We believe in the introduction of common reference points in the framework of the autonomy of the Universities.

5. The integrity of the dental professional must be maintained and the implementation of any change on a national level must meet the needs of the citizens of that country.

6. On a national level, Dental Associations as well as students Unions must have an active role in the decision making of the governments in order to reach the Bologna Process goals.

7. We do not support any attempt made to use the Bologna Process as a means to raise financial barriers in higher Education.
